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Fear is defined on Dictionary.Com as a distressing emotion aroused by impending danger, evil,  
pain, etc.  Think with me about fear in your daily life.  What do you fear?  How much attention do 
you devote to things that stress you because of impending pain?  Recently in a Sunday evening  
discipleship study our speaker made mention of the fact that many people are “slaves to fear”.  That 
struck a chord in my heart as I believe he had a point.  I think there are many who are pushed around 
by this emotion. 
 
People today fear things like making some irreparable mistake, loss of their job, financial ruin, being 
forsaken by a mate or close friend, physical abuse or harm by someone, health problems, and then  
the big one - death.  Don’t get me wrong these are scary things when you stare them in the eye, but 
I think they are unworthy of the place of concern we give them.  Furthermore, I am not tempting fate 
to come after me and bring these awful things.  But I am saying God’s Word leads me to believe that  
I do not have to be a slave to fear.  I think Christians are uniquely equipped to live above fear to a 
great degree. 
 
Those who are true children of God in the spiritual sense and are walking with Him as Lord have 
some promises that bring a little confidence.  Let me explain.  It is very likely that at some point in  
life we will experience one of the things that bring us fear.  As a Christian I have the promise of the 
Holy Spirit within me to give me strength physically and mentally which helps me to be a survivor. 
Also, I have the wisdom of God’s Word that provides precious truth 
and promises to steady me throughout the hardship with hope and 
reminders of God’s concern for me. 
 
The Christian also enjoys the companionship of other believers.  
While there have been times I felt alone, I have never been totally 
forsaken of someone sent by God to help me endure the storm.  
Finally, the child of God has the ultimate fear-eliminator which is the 
gift of eternal life in heaven.  Even if my worst fears come and I die, 
God has promised me life after death in His presence. 
 
You know, we all deal with fear to some degree.  The best thing I 
have found to help me avoid being a slave to fear is the Christian 
faith.  Wise is the person who chooses to embrace the God who says  
to us, “Fear not…”
